Music Class Rules
1. Make choices that help you and others learn.

4. Immediately follow all directions

5. Consider others and be kind.

Consequences:

· Clip down/negative dojo

· Moving child’s assigned spot

· Meet with student after class

· Walk time at recess
· Classroom teacher may assign a consequence

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You may get a note home to let you know that your child is doing an amazing job in music.
Classes are on a clip chart system and can clip up for good behavior. 

When they clip up three times, they can choose a class reward.
